Forthview Riding Club: Notes for applicants

1.
Applicants must be 16 years or over at the time of application.  Horses should be 14.2hh or over.

2.
Non-riding members may change their membership category at any time upon payment of the balance of the membership fees to the Membership Secretary.  No refund will be made during a season if a member who has joined / rejoined as a "Riding" member subsequently becomes a "Non-Riding Member", although that member may alter the category of his / her membership in the following year.

3.
A Club member should, where possible, propose applicants.

The current total subscription rates are as follows:


New Non-Riding Member = £10.00 + £5 joining fee = £15 in total


Non Riding Member renewing before 31 December = £10


Non Riding Member renewing after 31 December = £10 + £5 joining fee = £15 in total


New Riding Member = £20 + £5 joining fee = £25 in total


Riding Member renewing before 31 December = £20


Riding Member renewing after 31 December = £20 + £5 joining fee = £25 in total

Grading guidelines

To assist new members to decide initially what class they think they should be jumping in, we have produced the following guidelines:

Nursery novice: 
height of fences approximately 2' 3" in first round. Horses never to have been placed in any jumping competition more than twice.

Novice: 
height of fences approximately 2'6" in first round.  Horses not to have been placed 1-3 more than 3 times in any novice or better sj competition.

Intermediate: 
height of fences approximately 3'0" in first round. Horses not to have won more than £50.

Open:  


height of fences in approximately 3'3" in first round.

PLEASE NOTE that these restrictions apply to the INITIAL grading of horses only.  As the season progresses, any horse which achieves 3 wins (in club or outside competitions of similar or higher class) will be upgraded automatically to the next class.

Any member may choose to upgrade at any time by notifying the secretary.

No downgrading will be permitted except in exceptional circumstances and following application in writing to the committee, whose decision is final.

Members may jump HC in a lower class, but must then compete HC in all classes entered in the same arena on that day.

Points towards certain trophies will only be awarded for placings in members' graded class, but rosettes will be awarded for placings in any class.
