Rules: 
Show will be run in accordance with British Showjumping rules (fence down = 4 faults, 1 stop = 4 faults, 2 stops = Elimination).   ●  Dress code is smart casual, so riders must be smart but no hacking or show jackets required. A hat conforming to current BRC rules (www.britishridingclubs.org.uk) and appropriate footwear (riding or jodhpur boots, no wellies or trainers) must be worn.  Long whips not allowed. ● 2 phase: first round and jump-off are held together.  Complete the round of jumps (not against the clock).  If you go clear there will be a whistle which signals you to jump the jump-off course (which will be written on the declaration board) against the clock. If you are not clear after the first round, you leave the ring. ● Horse and rider combinations may only compete in a maximum of 3 consecutive classes on any night.
